TASTING 

APPEARANCE: Ruby-red color, deep, terra cotta highlights. 

NOSE: Oaky, smoky, subtle morello cherry aromas, generous cooked fruit aromas, intense oak aromas. 

PALATE: Straightforward, powerful, characterful, slight almond hints, intense stewed fruit hints, generous 

cocoa hints, silky tannin, long tannin, good intensity, long   length.
